The Whole-Home Repairs Coalition- formed 
in partnership with Good Works, Habitat for 
Humanity of Chester County, and Good Neighbors 
of Southern Chester County, is helping residents 
remain safely and comfortably in their homes by 
funding a wide range of critical home repairs and 
accessibility upgrades. 
 
Projects have included roof, window, and siding 
replacements; as well as the installation of 
wheelchair ramps and grab bars for residents with 
mobility challenges, allowing them to age in place 
with dignity and safety.
